THE ARMISTICE – A REFLECTION: At the “eleventh hour on the eleventh day of the eleventh month” 1918, exactly 100 years ago, the Armistice came into effect. It was signed in a railway carriage at Compiègne by the German High Command, the French, Americans and the British. It halted the fighting and destruction, but had to be renewed three times before the Treaty of Versailles came into effect in January 1920. 

World War I had begun in July 1914 as minor Balkan conflict between Austria and Serbia. Germany backed up Austria. Both nations showed a reckless militarism. Due to the system of alliances the Russians, the French, the Belgians, and the British were dragged into the conflict. Once armies began to mobilize, it proved impossible to halt the terrible slide into a general European war. 

Pope Benedict XV (1914-22) repeatedly appealed for peace, in vain. He described the war as “the suicide of civilized Europe,” “a useless massacre,” “the most sombre tragedy of human madness.” 
The causes of the war, he wrote, lay in "contempt for authority, the injustice in the relations between classes, the attainment of material goods made into the sole object of human activity, and the unrestrained striving after independence."

For the first time ever it was war on an industrial scale. The total number of military and civilian casualties was around 40 million: 20 million deaths and 21 million wounded. The death total comprises 9.7 million soldiers and about 10 million civilians. The Entente Powers (the Allies) lost about 5.7 million soldiers while the Central Powers lost about 4 million. 

The 1920 Treaty of Versailles imposed extremely heavy war reparations on Germany. This sowed the resentment which the Nazis later capitalized upon, leading to the Second World War. Benedict had warned prophetically: 

 
“Lay aside your mutual purpose of destruction; remember that Nations do not die; humbled and oppressed, they chafe under the yoke imposed upon them, preparing a renewal of the combat, and passing down from generation to generation a mournful heritage of hatred and revenge.” 


This weekend we pray for those who died in this conflict. Let us pray that God will stop the mouths of those who spread xenophobia and racism, hatred and distrust between nations. Let us pray for peace and mutual understanding.  
SYNOD MEETING AT ST MARY’S LEYLAND

Thank you to the parishioners who came to the meeting on Thursday evening. The reason why our Archbishop has called a Synod was discussed and the preparation time during the next two years was explained to the audience. It appears that there will be major topics for discussion and deliberation. It is up to the Synod members to choose the topics and to present a case for each topic to the Archbishop.
This Synod is very important for the Archdiocese. It may change the face of the Archdiocese as we presently know it. However, it must be made very clear, that this Synod does not have any authority to change the teachings of Christ and his Church. Nobody can do that except the Lord Himself. 
Please spend some time considering if you would like to represent our parish at this Synod. It means being committed to attending meetings and participating in various discussions and feedback to the parish. There are leaflets available in the narthex which explain what the role of a Synod member is. There is to be one delegate from each parish, and then eight more from the Deanery. Two of the 18 should be involved in education, two in healthcare, one is social justice issues, one a deacon, two between the ages of 15 and 35. Complete selection by 14th Dec. 2018.
