FREE SCHOOL MEALS FOR ELIGIBLE CHILDREN DURING SUMMER
Marcus Rashford (Manchester United and England football player) has this week successfully pressed the Government to extend provision for needy children to receive free school meals over the summer period. This is a huge win for many children and their families. Congratulations Mr Rashford. 
For your information, in January 2019, Department of Education stated that 25,462 children got free school meals in Lancashire, because their households were struggling. Can you imagine what the number is now after the COVID -19 crisis? Many of us open the fridge door and the food is there. We can afford it in the shops. How many families have empty larders and fridges?  
We receive several requests weekly for food from families who cannot afford to feed everyone. Furlough, loss of income, loss of bonus payments, late Universal Credit payments are many reasons. Living Waters distribute food parcels Tues and Fri. We can give referrals to them, or in emergency cases we may have a few items in stock ourselves. If you know a family who needs help and is too shy to ask, please ring the parish office in confidence and we will get them some help. These are very strange times that we are going through, let us be keen to help each other and see the Child Jesus in each needy child. 
No child should be hungry in 2020 but the reality is – that they are!
